At first anything with a door
and an ashtray with a smoke stack on top
seemed to sell, Then came the emphasis
on efficiency and new ideas such as the
catalytic and airtight units became the
rage. As the markel shrunk with decreas-
ing oil prices and an over-supplied mar-
ket, there was a big sortout in which
many of the smaller woodstove manufac-
turers either disappeared or went into
bankmuptcy,

There are still plenty of good wood
stoves on Lhe market. Most are manufac
tured by large, well-established Arms
which have proved the quality of their
product and which had enough backing
to survive the shake-out that occurred in
the industry. Some small stove manufac-
turers are still working, having survived
the crunch by producing a quality prod-
uct that has proved its worth over the
years, One of these is the Sedore wouod-
stove manufactured by FErnest Sedore in
the village of Mount Albert, Ont.
